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Hospice 101 
Program Abstract  
Hospice care is the most unique kind of healthcare available.  Trying to 
manage symptoms, family dynamics, emotional needs, and caregiver 
burden for someone at end of life is a challenge.  Then you add the 
regulatory demands to remain in compliance and it can be 
overwhelming.   
 
It 
will provide focus on the importance of symptom and pain 
management.  There will be a basic discussion on regulation, contracts, 
and documentation.  We will also discuss the dying process and how 
hospice care can support the patient and caregivers.
